Sensitive Crop Locatea web site designed to provide pesticide applicators with information on sensitive crops
located near the sites they plan to apply pesticidesheicide, insecticide, fungicide, etc). Commercial
growers of pesticie sensitive crops can enter their crop locations and contact information, which can then be
viewed by pesticide applicators from a list queried from the database, or viewed from an interactive map of tr
state.

Stop and visit with neighhareo may have sensitive crops to let them
know of your intentions, and try to allay any concerns they may have.

NDA encourages commercial growers of pestisdasitive crops to register their locations at thib we
site, so pesticide applicators can access information for their area. This service is only as good as the
information contained here, so new information should be updated as soon as possible. In addition, growers
should take the time to contact theirgtéors and/or local pesticide dealerségs to let them know of
concerns about the potential for pesticide damage. Good communication is the key to avoiding these problen

Access to the grower data input page, the database search page, and theemeapgbiage can be
f ound aRestitide Senstive Crop Locatgeb pagelfttp://www.agr.ne.gov/division/bpi/pes/psci.htm
Currently, the database contains only locations for vineyards, but it will be promoted to growers of other
sensitive crops this fall and winter.

USDAGs National Agr i cul)wilinciude infotmation os the chesnicsband v i
fertilizer use and pest management practices for more than 20 selected fruit crops. NASS will collect survey
responses through December and publish the results in the Fruit Chemical Usage report in July 2010.

This report is an influential decisienaking tool for everyone who serves the agriculture industry,
including policymakers, agribusiness, trade associations and producers. Data from the Fruit Chemical Use
Survey are a vital resource used to evaluate dloel Ruality Protection Act, which has an impact on pesticide
registrations, reegistrations and product alternatives.
