8. Guest speaker: Marion Ellis
Marion gave a wonderful presentation on the stuglyecently completed with Louis Chapon on the

prevalence of Tracheal mites aNdsema for Midwest beekeepers. Beekeeping has certagdy lzhallenging,
especially since 1984. Because of our changedipeachowever, things are getting better! In otdekeep
ahead of issues it is important to come to the &eedr meetings and take advantage of any courses.

The study coverellosema Apis, Nosema Ceranae, and Tracheal mites, three problems we face #ranat be
easily seen in the beeyard. Approximately 332 dasnwere taken from NE, ND, SD, and WI of foragers
(Nosema is more prominent in foragers.) Only ©niEs were seen to have Tracheal mites (5 of these
WI) so Marion concluded that these were not mucicem for our area. The study decided to focus on
Nosema.

Nosema Apisis a parasitic fungus that has a seasonal patteich peaks in late spring. It is spread by
oral/fecal waste transfer. With package bees,ibt®mes a greater problem because they have ntoway
expel waste in the open. Marion showed the prooktessting folNosema Apis. Colonies witiNosema Apis
exhibit dwindling of numbers in the spring, cravgilethargic bees, and premature queen superceetdibreis
caused by the QMP gland in the queen and the WommbHgland in workers being adversely affected.
Nosema Ceranae only recently has been associated with Europeaeyhbees. Losses are progressive with
little, or no, signs of dysentery. There seemisawee been a huge growth of this problem betweef 288
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Marion then discussed possible management pradbiceawart these problems. These practices ieclud
the installation of a top entrance during wintealiow flights to cleanse the hive of dead beeseplacement
regime of combs every year and the scraping ofbpfars also helped. Marion cautioned againsptaetice
of placing supers from dead-outs on good hivesityepring. Fumagillin-B, when administered acting to
the label, is only recommended for treating packagesarly spring.

In summary, we should makéosema Ceranae study a priority. Tracheal mites don’t seem tabe
much of a problem. Our best solution is bettegrsger, bees.

After Marion’s presentation, we had a Q&A session.

Q1: When should we use pollen substitute?

Al: Used primarily by migratory beekeepers or wheaking splits, we probably don’t need to be uginlien
substitute in this area of the country.

Q2: Is the same dose of Fumagillin as effectivBl@sema Ceranae as witNosema Apis?

A2: Yes.

Q3: Are “bee feeds” the same as pollen substitute?

A3: No. Use caution if choosing to use any of éhpsoducts, especially those containing real pdhamn has
not been gamma irradiated, as this may be a céorn&losema Ceranae. Several products on the market
indicate possible help againdbsema, but tests have not produced this result.

Q4: Should my observation hive be making broodheuit the presence of pollen?

A4: Body composition of bees changes throughoaitytrar. During the winter months, fat bodiestfié
worker bees and permit them to carry on throughleence of pollen.

Q5: What are some suggestions for what we oughé tdoing at this time of year?

A5: Honey is a wonderful heat sink, absorbing lteaing the day and regulating hive temperaturesgit.
As honey stores are depleted, it's harder to maimi@ony warmth. Winter cartons really help betvwenow
and early April. Make the boxes with an air gapnicrease effectiveness (don't forget an entrand@&y can
also place insulation board, from a home supplsestabove the inner cover. This all helps mininszess
while brood is present.

9. Glen Gowen gave a short presentation on how t@wsaking box with powdered sugar to reduce mites
in the hive.

« 1 medium carrot, peeled and cut into
strips

« 1 red onion, cut into wedges

« about 1 inch ginger root, cut into strips

« 2 Tablespoons vegetable oil

« 1 teaspoon tomato paste

+ Vegetable oil, for frying

« Salt and pepper, to taste

Place corn flour in a shallow dish and dip fisketiin batches until well coated. Heat oil in a
large skillet and fry fillets until brown. Place paper towels to remove excess oil.
